PREREQUISITE: MTH 1210 or equivalent.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: Math 1410 covers differential and integral calculus of functions of a single real variable, including trigonometric, exponential, and logarithmic functions. The course will cover limits, continuity, differentiation, and applications of derivatives.  If time we will also introduce integration, techniques of integration and the fundamental theorem of calculus. Derivatives and integrals are explored graphically, symbolically, and numerically. 
ATTENDANCE: You are expected to be in class every day and come prepared to learn and work.  There will be no make-up tests or quizzes.

CALCULATORS: You are highly encouraged to have a graphing calculator to use in class and on homework assignments.  Most of us use the TI-89, but other graphing calculators are also okay.  In the past we have used the computer program Maple as well, and we may use it some in this course, but it is not required for you to buy it.
HOMEWORK, QUIZZES: Quizzes will be given throughout the course, approximately every other week.  Homework will be done through the online Webassign system.  The homework assignments are based on topics covered in class and will be a great aid for the tests and quizzes, so it is in your best interest to keep up with the given assignments.  In general, the quiz questions will be similar to the homework problems but closer to the kinds of questions you will find on tests.  You are highly encouraged to work with other students outside of class, though the work on Webassign should obviously be only your work.  Homework and quizzes are worth 25% of your final grade.
Note: Your lowest quiz score will be dropped, so don’t worry if you do poorly on one.
LATE HOMEWORK: If you cannot finish a Webassign set by the due date, you can request an extension.  Each day of the extension I will take 10% off your score, however.  A Webassign set that is over 3 days late receives a zero.
PROJECTS:  I will assign a few projects during the semester that pertain to the information we are covering.  You will be allowed to work in groups but can also choose to work alone.  I will give more details about the projects when I assign the first one.  Projects are worth 5% of your final grade.
TESTS: There will be 3 tests.  No make-up tests will be given. Each test is worth 15% of your final grade.  
FINAL EXAM:  The final exam will be worth 25% of your final grade and is cumulative.  It will be given on Friday, December 9, 2011, at 1:30-4:30 PM. You should confirm the final exam time independently as well.
