COURSE DESCRIPTION: In this course we will cover systems of linear equations and matrices, determinants, vector spaces and inner-product spaces, linear transformations, eigenvalues and eigenvectors.  The emphasis is on computational techniques and applications. 
ATTENDANCE: You are expected to be in class every day and come prepared to learn and work.  There will be no make-up tests or quizzes.

CALCULATORS: You are highly encouraged to have a graphing calculator to use in class and on homework assignments.  The most frequently used calculator is the TI-89, although others are also okay.  We may use the computer program Maple during certain topics as well, but it is not required for you to purchase it.
HOMEWORK, QUIZZES: Quizzes will be given throughout the course, approximately one a week.  Homework will be assigned but will not be collected or graded.  The homework assignments are based on topics covered in class and will be a great aid for the tests and quizzes, so it is in your best interest to keep up with the given assignments.  In general the quiz questions will be taken directly (or with slight adjustments) from the homework problems; although the homework is not collected, your quiz scores will indicate whether or not you have done it.  You are highly encouraged to work together on homework but you should write up solutions individually to make sure you understand it. The HW assignments will be posted to blackboard.  Quizzes are worth 20% of your final grade and will be given every Wednesday (approximately).
Note: Your 2 lowest quiz scores will be dropped, so don’t worry if you do poorly on one.
PROJECTS:  I will assign a few projects during the semester that pertain to the information we are covering.  You will be allowed to work in groups but can also choose to work alone.  I will give more details about the projects when I assign the first one.  Projects are worth 10% of your final grade.
TESTS: There will be 3 tests.  No make-up tests will be given. Each test is worth 15% of your final grade.  
FINAL EXAM:  The final exam will be worth 25% of your final grade and is cumulative.  It will be given on Wednesday, December 14, 2011, at 1:30-4:30 PM. You should confirm the final exam time independently as well.
